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Prevention

Turn water heater down to 120 degrees.

Before anyone has used the hot water,

let the kitchen hot water tap run for 2 minutes.

Hold outdoor thermometer or candy thermometer

in the running hot water until temperature stops rising.
If temperature is over 120 degrees lower the water
heater and test in 24 hours.

Get Knob covers for the bathroom tub.

When preparing for baby's bath, take the phone off
the hook or make sure the answering machine is on.
If you need to answer the door bell, take the baby
with you.

Use hot and cold water together when filling the tub.
Fill the tub no higher then baby’s belly button.

Test bath water with this card and your hand

(up to the wrist). If card registers too hot or your
skin flushes, add colder water and test again.
(98.6 —100.4 and 96.8 for newborn)

Put your child in the water with their back
to the faucet so they cannot turn the water on.

Let older siblings join in the fun. Do not put them in
charge as they may not recognize trouble.

Stay with your child for the entire bath.
Empty bath as soon as you have finished with it.

Tub Tester is a gauge and is to be used in conjunction
with your hand and the information above.
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
